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Lets get Solar

On Tuesday 15 June, 200 junior pupils from 5 schools in Sheffield will be spending a day investigating Solar Power at Hillsborough Stadium, home of Sheffield Wednesday Football Club.

Students will be working along side Business Advisors from various companies to create and test solar power model cars and boats.

The workshops provide teachers and pupils the opportunity to improve their skills in communication, team work, science, literacy and numeracy.

The challenge is being repeated across South Yorkshire, giving over 1000 students the opportunity to have hands on experience with solar power, enhancing the pupils understanding of the national curriculum topics of science, technology and maths.

On completion of the day, schools will be given two of the solar car educational kits, a conversion solar boat kit and a renewable energy resource poster for use in the classroom.

The solar model car and boat educational kits and events have been developed and delivered by David Garlovsky of the Plugging Into The Sun initiative of the Schools & Homes Energy Education Project with support from the Social, Economic and Environmental Development (SEED) Programme  and The New Opportunities Fund and  co-ordinated by Business & Education South Yorkshire,  Sheffield Hallam University (Setpoint),  and Schools & Homes Energy Education Project. 
The next solar power challenge will be on Friday 18th June at Barnsley Rugby Club, and then the following week at the Don Valley Stadium on Tuesday 22nd June.
